By Road

Visitors from outside the city centre are likely to
approach Newcastle via the A1 Western Bypass, with
the routes into the city centre being well sign posted.

Parking

If long term visitors wish to park free, they may use the
St. Ann’s car park on Sandgate. Please present your
St. Ann’s car park entry ticket to the reception who

will provide you with an exit pass. It will take less than
10 minutes to walk from St Ann’s to Trinity Gardens.
There are also parking spaces at the Quayside car park
directly opposite Trinity Gardens and the cost is 7op
per hour.

By Rail

Newcastle Central Station is on the East coast main
line, with trains leaving for London and Edinburgh at
approximately 1 hour intervals. Our offices are only

a 3 minute taxi journey away from the station, ora
20 minute walk.

By Air
Newcastle International Airport is approximately

25-35 minutes away by taxi. The airport is also
accessible by the Metro. Manors is our local station.

By Foot

The main pedestrian access to the Quayside from the
centre of the city is via Grey Street, or Pilgrim Street
and the Swan House underpass. It takes about 20
minutes to walk from the main shopping area of
Eldon Square.

Disabled Access

Dedicated car parking spaces are available within
Trinity Gardens car park, with easy ramp and lift to
ground level. To the right hand side of the main
entrance, there is a button operated door, with
flat floor access to reception and the lift area.
